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A Refrigeration and Air conditioning Scholarship Programme was established and
current being implemented in which funding from the TPMP was used to help
finance the training of new technicians at the Institute for Technical and
Vocational Education & Training in Belize. Thirteen Belizean students from Belize
City and Orange Walk Town were awarded full scholarships to study refrigeration
and air conditioning.

The scholarship is for one calendar year (12 months) only, and covers
Workshop/Laboratory Fee, Trainee Insurance, Testing & Certification Fee,
Support Subjects Booklets, Tools and Tuition. The following tools were provide to
each scholarship recipient: 1 small tubing cutter, 1 screw driver set, 1 pliers, 1
safety goggle, 1 manifold gauge set, 1 amprobe, and nut driver set or (5/6” & ¥4
nut driver).
